My name is Renae Adams and I am currently the Club Secretary and Trial Sec-

retary, and for my day job I work in IT. Iôve had a dog all my life, except when I 

lived overseas temporarily in 2000 / 2001 - I really missed having a back yard 

and a dog around!  

In late 2001 I came home from overseas and bought my own house, and for 

Christmas that year, Zoe was delivered by Santa. Zoe is a black and white border 

collie, she has no pedigree or papers but she came from a lovely family in West-

ern Sydney, and she is a great best friend. 

Some of you may have met my mother Margaret Carriage and her chocolate and 

white border collie Zack (and Bronte her black and white dog). Zack arrived a little bit after Zoe, and 

when they were old enough, Mum and I decided to attend puppy school together, and then Obedience 

training at Illawarra Dog Training Club (IDTC).  

Zoe was a slow starter at Obedience, but she eventually made it through the class ranks at training and 

we began training for trials. In 2006 we entered a few Novice Encouragement trials, and having gone ok 

at those, entered the ñreal thingò in the Novice class. Zoe then achieved three straight passes, including 

a 2nd place and a triple qualifier medal at the 2006 State Titles. During this time I was also part of the 

IDTC committee, my first insight into the running of a club. 
 

Sadly, that was pretty much the end of Zoeôs obedience career! The next class up, Open, involved the 

retrieving of a dumbbell, and although Zoe thought humans only purpose for entering the backyard was 

to play fetch, she flatly refused to fetch the dumbbell. We tried for two years, I canôt tell you how many 

methods we had a go at, everyone I met seemed to have a different idea, but nothing worked.  

In 2007 my Mum, who was by then an Instructor at both IDTC and WDSC, convinced me to take up 

agility with Zoe. Zoe was 6 years old by this stage, but it was great fun, and Zoe seemed to love it. Her 

obedience training had come in handy because she is mostly quite attentive to me and listens to com-

mands, however the downside of it is that she is so used to working on the left hand side of me for obe-

dience that mostly she refuses to run on the right for me on an agility course. Itôs something we need to 

work on at training. We fumbled our way around the equipment for a year or two 

before entering some ANKC and ADAA trials. We havenôt had any success at 

ANKC but have had a few passes in ADAA. 

My philosophy on agility is just to have fun, for Zoe to have fun, and for us both 

to get some exercise. Iôm not interested in perfecting my technique or seeing how 

many front or rear crosses I can put into a run, and I think everyone would know 

by looking at us that weôre not exactly the fastest handler/dog pair out on a 

course!! We just go out there and give it a go and if Zoe has a blonde moment, or 

I stuff up a signal, well at least it was a good day out. We are enjoying ourselves 

in our hobby/sport, and thatôs the main thing. 

A year ago I went to the clubôs AGM and somehow managed to get on the clubôs committee, and agreed 

to help out with the organising of the trial. With the devastating passing of my Mum earlier this year, I 

also took on her role as Club Secretary. Thereôs a lot of work that goes into keeping this club running, 

and the small team of people who meet every month are a great bunch of dedicated, hardworking indi-

viduals. Itôs rewarding to give a bit back, and help out with the running of the club.  

Iôd like to also take this opportunity to publicly thank all of you who sent messages of friendship and 

support during Mumôs illness and subsequent passing. It was so special to her and to our family to know 

we were surrounded by such wonderful well wishers. Iôm sure Mum is in heaven teaching our old dogs 

ñMamboò and ñKellyò some new tricks.
